Camp Alexander hosted 1982 youth and 756
adult leaders from all across the country.

Scouts in the Pathway to the Rockies Council
earned 5658 merit badges in 2021 as they
were largely able to return to summer camps
and more in person activities
San Isabel Scout Ranch hosted 824 scouts
and 332 adult leaders from around the country. 

106 Chartering Organizations helped to deliver
the Scouting program across the Pathway to
the Rockies Council.
More than 1,600 adult volunteers served youth
in their units, districts, and at the council level.

145 Pathway to the Rockies Council Scouts
earned the rank of Eagle in 2021.
